As announced in last weekôs bulletin, the Wednesday night meal 
was themed for the Childrenôs Home, ñHogar de los Ni¶os  
Necesitadosò in Oaxaca, MX. We all enjoyed our fellowship time 
together and I am especially grateful for the kind attention to the 
presentation of those who attended. I was able to relate to the 
group about our travel, work we did, the staff, outreach efforts, 
generous donations of the congregation and most importantly 
sponsorship and the children. We dined on some authentic 
ñchildrenôs homeò fare in order to gain an inside perspective and 
connect with the powerful, effective ministry taking place in a  
distant land most of us are not familiar with. Teresa Zamora has 
been on the mission trip with us in past years and contributed 
Posole soup (tomato based with pork and hominy) from one of her 
motherôs handed down recipes. We also ate Tortas (ham, spicy 
cheese, refried beans and mayonnaise toasted on a bolillo bun) 
along with chocolate chip cookies. The Tortas and chocolate chip 
cookies are two mainstays at the childrenôs home. Please be sure 
to look for the monthly opportunity to attend a missioned themed 
meal in order to learn about the way God is fulfilling his desire for 
us to go into all the world and preach the gospel and how you can 
be or already are a part of that.

Transformative Study 

Reading scripture is a worthy and valuable pastime.  However, reading alone is not enough.  Scripture is intended to guide one into deeper 

understanding of Godôs will which has both the power to inform and to empower oneôs personal transformation, a result of new spiritual  

learning.  One way to aid transformation to occur is to apply new learning through a process of assessment, personal evaluation, and  

implementation of preferred thoughts or behaviors.  Below is an example of how to apply what one has learned through study of scripture in a 

way that is simple and effective; read, analyze, evaluate, and planning for the future.   

 Read:  1 John 1:1-7 states: That which was from the beginning, which we have heard, which we have seen with our eyes, which we 
have looked at and our hands have touchedðthis we proclaim concerning the Word of life. 2 The life appeared; we have seen it and testify to it, 
and we proclaim to you the eternal life, which was with the Father and has appeared to us. 3 We proclaim to you what we have seen and heard, 
so that you also may have fellowship with us. And our fellowship is with the Father and with his Son, Jesus Christ. 4 We write this to make our 

joy complete.5 This is the message we have heard from him and declare to you: God is light; in him there is no darkness at all. 6 If we claim to 
have fellowship with him and yet walk in the darkness, we lie and do not live out the truth. 7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we 

have fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us from all sin.  

 John shares his encouraging word and message that those who ñwalk in the light, as he is in the lightò share in the fellowship of  

believers; fellowship with the Father, and with his Son, Jesus.  But what does John mean by ñwalking in the lightò?  To answer that youôll have 

to do some homework.  But do not fret, John provides the answer in the following chapter.  

 Read 1 John 2 then write what you discover about one who is in the light, versus one who is not, below:

By completing these two simple statements and implementing cognitive or behavioral changes as necessary, one will have advanced from 
simply learning the word, to accomplishing what the Apostle Paul refers to as ñthe renewing of oneôs mindò (Romans 12:2).  And that is a very 

good thing indeed.
